Certamente, o
melhor entendimento desse desafio a partir de mecanismos que possam
minimizar ou organizar os conflitos, inerentes a alocacdo de recursos
orcamentarios, trara contribuicdes a todos entes da federacéo brasileira.

Ter cursado o mestrado no PPGP contribuiu muito para eu entrar no doutorado
no IPOL/UnB. Meus estudos no mestrado e no doutorado contribuem para o

I, Jodo Carvalho Leal, defended my dissertation for my master's degree in the
PPGP in 2019. In 2021, | entered the PhD program at the Institute of Political
Science of UnB (IPOL/UnB). At IPOL/UnB, | am continuing and advancing my
master's research: i) by applying the Advocacy Coalition Framework (ACF)
model; and ii) by defining as my research object “the political process surrounding
the political-institutional changes that occurred between 1999 and 2022 in the
policy of allocating budgetary resources from the Union for the promotion of
Science and Technology in Brazil”.

When | entered the master's degree in the PPGP in 2017, | was a science and
technology analyst at the Ministry of Science and Technology (MCT]I). In 2018, |
was appointed in another competition at the Government of the Federal District
(GDF), as an internal control auditor. Considering my experience and by my
choice, | went to work at the central planning agency of the GDF. At the Federal
District Government (GDF), | held management positions for a few years and,
since 2024, | have been the director of public policy evaluation, despite being a
doctoral student at IPOL/UnB.

The scope of the subject of my research aims to contribute to my current work at
the GDF: the challenge of allocating resources to public policies. Certainly, a
better understanding of this challenge based on mechanisms that can minimize
or organize the conflicts inherent in the allocation of budgetary resources will
bring contributions to all entities of the Brazilian federation.

Having completed my master's degree at PPGP contributed greatly to my entry
into the doctoral program at IPOL/UnB. My studies in the master's and doctoral
programs contribute to the better performance of my work, considering that the
studies provide me with references and arguments that can be used to help the
Brazilian public administration to be more effective in inducing or guiding the
much-needed process of economic development and to enable the State to
provide less welfare policies, a policy that seems to have become a trap.
